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Once Martin Luther King, Jr. said, “We are not makers

of history, we are made by history”. From defining

identity to shaping the world, let’s take a closer look

at why studying history is crucial to humanity.

The future of history as an academic discipline

has been causing concerns for the professionals of

(ii) In the recent national curriculum framework

history is clubbed with a number of allied and cognate

disciplines under the name of social studies or social

sciences;

(iii) History no longer offers any special advantage

as an elective in all-India services examinations or

the state-level competitive examinations due to the

availability of other options;

(iv) The students in these days are more impressed

by job- oriented and professional courses;

(v) The student enrollment in history has been falling

in the colleges over the years, the student often

complaining that the reading materials in history is

heavy and boring and in an era of high marks, history

is not among the more-scoring subjects;

(vi) The employment opportunity for those studying

history has thinned down over the years;

(vii) In one state fashion design has been identified to

be an alternative choice for history, while in a number

of universities the departments of history are offering

certificate or diploma courses in tourism as

preparatory steps towards introduction of parallel

master’s programme;

The concerns have been compounded by the

predicted extra-ordinary nature of the twenty-first

century and the symptoms of its corporate

characteristics becoming crystal clear since the dawn

of the century, coupled with the massive speed of

globalization that is the hallmark of this century.

Perform and deliver, or perish- is the message; loud

and clear. Elsewhere, the twenty- first century has been

identified as a century of modern science and

technology; there is indeed a revolution in information

technology and globalization is the key phenomenon

of this century. In the meantime, we have already heard

of the ‘end of history’ and the ‘return of history’.

Couple of years back, the world was celebrating

the bicentenary of the birth of Charles Darwin whose

Origin of the Species (published in 1859) gave the

theory of evolution that revolutionized the studies and

research in life sciences and significantly influenced

other sciences including social sciences. This theory

of evolution predicted the survival of the fittest, on

the basis of historical experience of the evolution of

the species (i.e., the higher species survive by

suppressing the lesser beings). What is often missed
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is that Darwin’s framework is also a clue to understand

the importance of knowledge of history in scientific

research, particularly in observing the natural world

and predicting its future, because history is not just a

discipline but is also a method of understanding the

process of change which is a natural law and without

that knowledge science itself might have been doomed

to an irrecoverable state of stagnation and retardation

of progress.

However, this is unlikely to happen for the simple

reason that the scientific methods are solidly founded

on the basis of empirical evidence and historical

paradigms for observation of the physical and natural

phenomena. Moreover, the importance of historical

method in the sciences is not just for an understanding

of the past but also for carrying the knowledge of the

past into the future by way of application of the

experience of the past for predicting and controlling

the future. It is the provability of the truth by

experiments and the capability to predict the

repeatability of a phenomenon that make up the body

of systematic knowledge which is called science. On

the other hand, Darwin’s theory of evolution is of

immense relevance to history in the sense that history

is also a process which is concerned with the origin

and evolution of the human race and the societies,

institutions, ideas etc. as well as the changes and

development in those due to human or natural

interventions and inputs. The so-called century of

science and technology should therefore take into

account that wherever there is a need to recall the

experience of the past or to work further on the

advances made till date, history will automatically

come in- in whatever name one may call it, and that

the theory of progress would become meaningless

without the knowledge of history. In deed, history is a

process; it has no end and hence, no question of its

return. The immense importance of the knowledge of

history in human civilization and human progress,

social management, day to day functioning of the states

and administration, formulation of plans and policies

and to avoid the danger of repetition of disasters and

calamities, hardly needs any elaboration. There are

also other disciplines which are growing and

expanding by taking inputs from history, and all these

have justified the inter-disciplinary position of history

and its applied character.

As professionals of history, we must appreciate

that the concerns and priorities of the human in

contemporary society are fast changing under the

pressure of emerging lifestyle and the changing

value-system alongside the phenomenal progress

in science and technology and the pressure of

globalization, and the world is becoming a small

hamlet with the information technology connecting

not only every corner of this planet but also

assaulting into the space. The memory gadget of

the tiny computer is much larger than that of the

human and it can be stored for a long time by way

of updating and re-duplicating, whereas the human

memory has proved to be always short. The pride

in heritage or the concern for ethnic, cultural or

national identity may not be the tramp cards for

long, since the human is rediscovering itself as part

of the global-whole and the information is

spontaneously flowing from all directions. In this

emerging scenario, a handful of researchers may

still be on the job to expand the frontiers of

knowledge about the past and the results may be

made available for transmission to whosoever might

require them at once by the use of technology.

Now the question is, will that be history; the

historians would like it to be? Therefore, the challenge

before the historians in the twenty-first century is to

restate the relevance of history to human progress in

the language of the century without compromising the

objective and purpose of the subject which happens

to be one of the oldest disciplines in the universe of

knowledge.

Whereas the professionals and the lovers of

history should see to it that history should remain

history (as an academic discipline or a subject of study,

conforming to its objective and purpose, and structure

and philosophy), it should be appreciated that there is

also a topical need for reorientation and revitalization

of the discipline as a subject of study in various levels

of education highlighting its applied and futuristic

potentials to suit the hopes and aspirations of those

for whom the curriculums are framed. The world needs

informed and thoughtful people who have a sense of

who they are, where they are from, and where they

are going.

Preparing for and attempting

these pushes your limits and builds toughness,

creativity, and happiness.

Expand your physical comfort zone:

Engage with nature regularly, embrace

physical stressors (heat, cold, hunger, exertion)

and break your dependence on convenience. Even

uncomfortable exercise in rough weather is

beneficial. Practice with gear and preparation for

“real-world” challenges, not

just gym workouts. Get

outside frequently; learn

survival and outdoor skills.

Use discomfort as a tool

for mental health:

Research shows that

those who experience

moderate adversity—

instead of constant safety—

are the most resilient,

satisfied, and able to cope

with future stress. Seek

activities that require

patience, boredom, hunger,

or solitude. These states

activate mental

“toughening,” increase

creativity, and rewire your

stress response more

positively.

Be aware of “Comfort

creep”:

Recognize how new

luxuries become

Recently,

researchers Neeraj Bora and Smarajit Ojah

documented significant avian findings in the

Dhondua-Rowmari wetlands of Laokhuwa - wildlife

sanctuary, including the Knob-billed Duck

(Sankidiornis melanatos), marking its first record in

Central Assam within a protected area. They also

observed the critically endangered Baer’s Pochard

(Dythya baeri) emphasising the wetlands

conservation value.

In February 2021, Madhab Gogoi recorded a

Mandarin Duck (Aix galericalate) at Maguri-

Motapung Beel, the species first appearance in 118

years.

In 2007, Dr. Purnima Devi Barman initiated a

community-driven conservation movement by

forming the ‘Hargila Army’, a group predominantly

composed of local women.

Bird watching is more than just a hobby - it led

to remarkable conservation success, raising

awareness and deep connection with nature. These

stories inspires protection and appreciation of our

avian world.

The Fascinating

Nesting Behavior of Hornbills
Panchali Biswas

Hornbills are known for their unique and elaborate

nesting behavior, which plays a crucial role in their

reproductive success. This process is particularly

fascinating due to their use of sealed nest cavity

method, where the female is confined inside a tree

hole during the incubation period.

To ensure the safety of her chicks, the female

hornbill willingly seals herself inside a small tree

hollow. This protective behavior guards her and

her offspring from potential predators. Meanwhile,

the male tirelessly gathers mud and delivers in her

repeatedly. The mud, mixed with saliva, is

carefully applied around the edge of the hollow’s

enteance, gradually narrowing it until only a small

slit remains through which the birds can interact.

Once sealed inside, the female bird Plucks her own

feathers one by one, using the bottom of the tree

hollow as a cushion for her eggs. Trapped in this

cage - like nursery. She remains inside for an

extended period, incubating the eggs and later

nurturing the chicks. During this time, the male

provides food for both the female and the chicks,

feeding them through the narrow slit in the sealed

entrance. For nearly six months, the male tirelessly

brings food to the confined mother bird. He

collects berries and other nourishment daily,

pushing them through the small opening to his

mate and their growing fancily.

The hornbill’s story is one of resilience, love

and survival. It shows us that even in the wild, family

comes first and sometimes it takes a little mud and a

lot of trust to rise the next generation.

The hornbill’s nesting behavior is a testament

to the wonders of nature highlighting not only

complex instinctual behavior but also a deep

partnership between male and female birds.

The white winged wood Duck (Asarcormis

scutulata), locally known as Deohaanh or ‘Deo Hans’

or ‘Spirit duck’ due to its ghostly call, is an elusive

and endangered species that holds the honor of being

Assam’s state bird. It is a unique and rare, forest

dwelling duck of the lowland evergreen forest of

Brahmaputra valley with less than 1000 individual

surviving worldwide. The species has been

categorised as ‘Endangered’ in the IUCN Red list

since 1994.

This endangered duck species, has a

distinctive appearance, a black body, white headed

heavily spotted with black, white spotted wings,

red or orange eyes. Average length of about 81cm;

male larger with more sheen. They are omnivorous.

Unlike most duck that inhibit open wetland and

marshes, the white winged wood duck favour

small shallow pool in thick tropical lowland forest.

This duck has its strongholds in India in the west

and east blocks of the Upper Dihing Reserve

Forest, with increased disturbance in its former

stronghold, the Dibru-Saikhowa National Park.

The rapid and continuing decline of its

population is mainly due loss/disturbance of forest

wetlands in the distribution range resulting in habital

destruction, loss of nesting habitat, direct threat of

bird and egg poaching. A conservation strategy

planning workshop was organised in Guwahati,

Assam to formulate effective conservation action

plan for protecting them. Some NGOs are also

working towards their conservation.
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Birds of Paradise are amid the most exotic avian

species on earth. Affiliated to the family Paradisaeidae,

these birds are recognized for their vibrant plumage,

elaborate courtship dances, and their remarkable

diversity. Indigenous primarily to the rainforests of

Papua New Guinea, eastern Australia, and some parts

of Indonesia, they are often considered symbols of

natural beauty and evolutionary wonder. The family

has 45 species in 17 genera.

Majority of them are sexually dimorphic. Males

of overall species sport vividly colored feathers,

ornate tails and unusual plumes or fans that they

display during mating rituals. These adornments

serve one main intention to attract females. Some

species, like the Wilson’s Bird of Paradise, exhibit

brilliant blue skin on their head, the remaining, like

the Great Bird of Paradise, have long flowing yellow

and white tail feathers that take often silk.

Courtship among Birds of Paradise is an

astounding spectacle. Males perform intricate

dances, showcase their feathers by contorting their

bodies into surreal shapes, and even clean their

display areas before performing like stage-setting for

a grand show. The ‘Superls Bird of Paradise’ is

famous for transforming into a dancing black-and-

blue oval shape with piercing eyes in its mesmerizing

execution.

They ingest generally on fruits, insects and

miniature vertebrates. Their role as seed dispersers

makes them influential for forest ecology. Shielding

them means preserving a piece of nature’s artistry

for imminent heirs.
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Cultural Significance of Birds

Northeast India, known for its rich biodiversity and

vibrant tribal cultures, holds a deep and multi

dimensional relationship with birds. Among the

various indigenous communities of the region, birds

are after regarded as sacred beings, messengers of

the spirit world or symbols of ancestral presence.

The great Hornbill for example holds a

prominent place in the culture of the Naga tribes,

symbolizing strength, honor as prosperity. This

reverence is reflected in the annual Hornbill Festival

of Nagaland where the bird is celebrated as a cultural

icon through music, dance, and traditional attire

adorned with feathers. In the folklore of tribes such

as the Mizos and Khasis, birds like eagles, owls

and crows appear as important characters that carry

moral, spiritual, on prophetic meanings. Many

tribes, including the Apatani and Nyishi of

Arunachal Pradesh, incorporate birds into their

myths and legends, after portraying them as divine

of guiding spirits.

The Greater Adjutant Stork (Hargila) is

considered a symbol of fertility and motherhood in

Assamese culture, the Koel (Asian Koel) is

associated with Assamese Bihu songs, the Sarus

Cram is considered of symbol of marital fidelity, as

they are known to mate for life. Many folk-tales and

traditional songs celebrate birds, reinforcing their

importance in Assamese heritage.
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The Greater Adjutant Stork (Leptoptilos dubius) is

locally known as Hargila (bone swallower). It is an

endangered bird with an estimated global

population of less than 1200.

Dr. Purnima Devi Barman, a wildlife biologist

from Assam, is known as the ‘stork sister’ and is

the founder of the Hargila Army, an all-women

conservation initiative protecting the endangered

Greater Adjutant Stork.

The Hargila Army is a group of around 10,000

rural women in India who have become

conservationists to protect the Greater Adjutant

Stork. Dr. Purnima Devi Barman’s leadership and

the Hargila Army’s collective efforts have led to

significant progress in conserving the Greater

Adjutant Stork population, from 28 nests in 2010

to over 250. Their work has also empowered local

women and promoted community driven

conservation. The Hargila Army plants trees on

land near stork habitats, provides a safe

environment for them to thrive. They established

weaving centers for local women’s to create

traditional cloth with stork motifs. The group also

organizes cultural events, baby showers and other

programs to raise awareness about the importance

of Hargila conservation. They rescue chicks,

rehabilitate injured birds and conduct research. The

Hargila Army has been working relentlessly to

generate awareness among people about the

importance of Hargila in maintaining balnce in the

ecosystem. The efforts for conservation have

positive impact and IUCN has reclassified the

Greater Adjutant Stork from Endanjered to Near

Threatened category in 2023.

(The scene opens with Eliza sitting in the arm

chair, her eyes closed. Martha enters quietly,

carrying a bowl of soup. She places it on the table

and approaches her mother cautiously)

Martha : Ma? Are you awake?

(Eliza opens her eyes slowly, a flicker of

recognition in them)

Eliza : Martha? Is that you?

Martha : Yes, Ma. I brought you some soup.

(Martha helps Eliza sit up and gently

spoons the soup into her mouth. Eliza

eats slowly, her monuments frail.)

Eliza : It’s ..... It’s good, dear, thank you.

Martha : You’re welcome, Ma.

(A long silence stretches between them.

Martha clears the table and picks up the

sewing basket)

Martha : I thought I’d work on your almost

finished now.

(Martha sits and begins to stitch, her

movements mirroring her mother’s slow,

deliberate one.

(She opens the letter again, reading

silently for a moment)

Nurse : (Looking at Anna) I believe he can feel

your love, Mrs. Anna.

(Anna closes her eyes, her lips moving

slightly as if speaking to her husband in

the letter.
